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Do not stop on the shoulder of the road unless it is an emergency.
Use a rest stop rather than the road’s shoulder if possible. However, if you must stop on the shoulder, take the following precautions:

· Decelerate on the highway before moving onto the shoulder.
· Use the turn signal to change lanes.
· Pick a straight, level and visible area for stopping.

· Check the pavement conditions.

· Assume that other motorists do not see you on the shoulder.
· Do not stand at the rear or in front of your vehicle. Stand to the side, away from traffic.
· Use warning triangles and vehicle hazard lights.

· Allow sufficient time and distance for getting back onto the road or highway.

· Leave your hazard lights on until a safe speed is obtained.
